Resource for Teaching Students About the
Holocaust

This winter, the Museum launched Coming of
Age Now, Coming of Age in the Holocaust
(www.comingofagenow.org), a new multi-
media website designed to introduce middle-
and high-school aged students and educators
to the stories of young people who survived
the Holocaust. This free website will help
students of all backgrounds around the globe
create a personal connection to history and
discover the relevance to our world today.

This interactive online experience features 13 first-person
accounts of young people who survived the Holocaust. The
website guides students through an exploration of
experiences, historical events, and ethical issues, as well as
providing opportunities for reflection about the
responsibilities of becoming an adult. Compelling videos
feature the survivors’ stories about their experiences before,
during and after the Holocaust. Videos are integrated with
artifacts and primary sources for investigation, writing,
history, and geography activities, timelines and maps, as well
as moderated online discussions for students with their peers.

“We’re thrilled to make such an excellent resource as Coming
of Age widely available,” said Elizabeth Edelstein, Director of
Education. “We hope that it will challenge
students to reflect thoughtfully on the Holocaust and the
impact that it continues to have today. It is our hope that
when they face intolerance, bullying, and injustice of any kind,
they will recall the stories they explored in Coming of Age.”

Coming of Age is designed to accommodate classes of
students working as a group. It may also be used by families
educating their children at
home or by other adults
working with young people
independently or in groups. The
curriculum  meets national
standards for World History and
English Language Arts.

For those survivors who could not remember specific
recipes, author and editor June Feiss Hersh brought in 26
celebrity chefs, cookbook authors, and restaurateurs,
including Daniel Boulud, Arthur Schwartz, Ina Garten, and
Joan Nathan, to create a recipe in the spirit of the memory
that reflects their region’s cuisine.

Fire in My Heart: The Story of Hannah Senesh

An Inspiring Exhibition about the Real Life of a Young Hero
Now on View in the Irving Schneider and Family Gallery

Visitors are invited to get to know Hannah Senesh, a remarkable poet and World War 1l hero, through her
own words and personal artifacts, most of which have never been on display anywhere before. Fire in My
Heart: The Story of Hannah Senesh is the first major museum exhibition about Hannah’s life, one that has
inspired books, plays, and films. The exhibition, which the Jewish Week calls “evocative and authoritive,” is on
view through August 7, 2011.

Known throughout the world as the author of the hymn Eli, Eli, Hannah Senesh was a promising poet in cosmopolitan
Budapest. In 1939, she immigrated to the Land of Israel, and two years later she became a pioneering kibbutznik. In
1943, she volunteered to participate in a secret British mission to parachute behind enemy lines, hoping she might at the
same time aid Hungary’s embattled Jews. She was caught and executed at the age of 23. Almost immediately, Senesh
became a national hero to the fledgling Jewish community in Palestine.

Hannah’s nephews, Eitan and David Senesh, helped make the exhibit possible by entrusting the Museum with
never-before-seen artifacts and documents. Eitan said, “I believe that Hannah's life story, the values she
embodied, and her way of life should be brought to the attention of young people throughout the world.”

Highlights of the exhibition include Hannah's original diaries, letters, and poems including, Eli, Eli and her last
surviving poem — found in her skirt pocket after her death. The exhibition also includes multi-media displays
and films produced by Roberta Grossman, director of Blessed is the Match: The Life and Death of Hannah
Senesh.

Museum of Jewish Heritage Deputy Director Ivy Barsky said, “We feel privileged to have this opportunity to tell
Hannah's story. Her life and idealism resonate with young audiences, who are inspired by her courage and her will
to change the world. Hannah’s eloquent poetry and prose can’t help but move visitors. Finally, Hannah’s story serves
Tt W as an example of Jewish response to the Holocaust — bold initiative and action against all odds.”

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Now On View in the Rotunda Gallery
Last Folio: A Photographic Journey with Yuri Dojc

Last Folio features stunning photographs taken by acclaimed photographer Yuri Dojc of once-vibrant Jewish communities through-
out Slovakia. His photographic journey began in 2006 in an abandoned school in Bardejov where time has stood still since the day
in 1942 when its students were taken to concentration camps. When Dojc arrived, the schoolbooks were still there. He found note-
books with corrections, school reports, and remarkably enough, later in his journey, a book once owned by his own grandfather.

Dojc’s evocative portraits treat the books as survivors — the
last witnesses to a once thriving culture. The images in the
exhibition capture the poignant ruins of a school, synagogues,
and cemeteries, and shed light on the communities that have
been lost. The exhibition also features a documentary created by
Katya Krausova that follows Dojc through Slovakia. The
beautiful exhibition is specially designed for the Museum by
Daniel Weil of Pentagram. Last Folio will be on view in the
Rotunda Gallery through late summer. Following the New
York run, the exhibition will continue to travel.

Keeping up with the Keeping Hlstory Center

In fall 2009, the Museum opened the Keeping History
Center, an interactive heritage installation that features a
virtual exploration of Andy Goldsworthy’s Garden of Stones
and Voices of Liberty, a soundscape of Holocaust survivors,
refugees, and others who made America their home.

Critics and visitors are unanimous in their praise for the inno-
vative and evocative displays. The Keeping History Center is
the winner of several 2010 awards, including the prestigious
American Association of Museum’s Silver Muse Award for Best
Interpretive Interactive. It has also been awarded Outstanding
Information Design in the 365 AIGA Annual Design
Competition, as well as the Award Towards Excellence by the
Greater Hudson Heritage Network, among other accolades.

The Museum will be expanding the Center in 2012 to
include new, exciting features that will enable visitors to
“curate” their own exhibitions and view their own personal
and family history within the context of world events. One
highlight of the expansion will include access to Shoah
Institute Testimonies. Through a generous grant from the
Conference on Material Claims Against Germany, the
Museum is acquiring 2,500 testimonies from the USC Shoah
Foundation Institute for Visual History and Education,
which will be made accessible to the public at the Center.
The Museum will be the only public space in New York
where visitors will be able to search these archives. Visit
www.mjhnyc.org/khc for more information, and to add your
own story about coming to the United States.

Lucie Blau fled Vienna with her parents in April
1939, when she was just 6 years old. They traveled
to New York via France and England, sailing on the
Cunard White Star ship Aquitania. Klara Blau
wrote a letter describing their journey, remarking
that on the train from Vienna her daughter Lucie
“...cried bitterly and wanted to go back to Vienna.
With great effort | calmed her....” Reaching the
harbor in Cherbourg, “Lucie didn’t want to exit
the train and made difficulties.... | was also scared
as we said our farewells to Europe....” Lucie
brought along her teddy bear in its own traveling
case. Her parents wanted her to leave it behind
because of its bulk, but Lucie insisted and was
allowed to bring it. The bear is named Max after
her favorite uncle, Max Mahl. Uncle Max and his
wife Etie left Vienna for Shanghai in 1939; they
came to the U.S. in 1948. The families kept in
touch throughout their separation, exchanging
small gifts. Lucie sent souvenir postcard booklets
(now in the Museum’s collection) of Asbury Park
and Ocean Grove, New Jersey, and the Bronx with
notes to her aunt and uncle; they sent her post-
cards in return.

Max, the bear, remained with Lucie until her
death in January 2010. At some point in his life,
his paws had become worn, and booties were
fashioned for him.

In 2001, Ms. Blau donated material relating to
Max and Etie Mahl; she related much of the

family’s history to us at that time. Since then, her estate has donated Max, the bear, with his case, and
documents reflecting the Blau family’s life in Vienna and their emigration.

Farewell to

Dr. Louis Levine,

Founding Director
of Collections and
Exhibitions

Dr. Louis D. Levine has spent the past 12 years at the
Museum, and his departure marks another chapter in a
fascinating and fruitful career. Lou’s first museum task
began while he was earning a Ph.D. at the University of
Pennsylvania in archaeology and ancient history. It
involved re-housing jewelry from the Royal Cemetery
at Ur in ancient Mesopotamia. Soon afterward, he
began excavating in Iran, at a site that dated back to the
9th century B.C.E., received a Fulbright scholarship, and
went on to director positions at the Royal Ontario
Museumn and the New York State Museum.

One of the highlights of his time at the Museum of
Jewish Heritage was its first major special exhibition,
Ours to Fight For: American Jews in World War I1. “It was
the best opening night ever,” he said. “All who had con-
tributed in any way — an artifact, a story — were invited to
the event together with their families. I'll never forget
when an older man beckoned me over to the \War in the Air
display: He pointed at a leather jacket and said proudly, ‘That’s
mine.’” And when two young children ran up and hugged
him, he looked at me with such pride and said, ‘and
these are mine.’ While working on that exhibit,” Lou
said, “we discovered a new way to tell stories. We
understood how powerful it was to tell the story
entirely in the voice of those who experienced it,
keeping the curatorial voice to a minimum. The stories
then have immediacy and authority.”

Fire in My Heart: The Story of Hannah Senesh is
another project about which Lou feels very strongly.
While doing research in Israel and Hungary, he
discovered new materials that shed light on unknown
aspects of Hannah's life. “I got chills”” he said, “when |
discovered, buried away in a folder in the archives of the
United Kibbutz Movement, a two-line memo stating
that Hannah was being drafted for a mission. There were
no details, just that someone would come on Thursday
to explain. Two lines for something so monumental.”

“There are endless, utterly surprising, utterly
confounding stories about the Holocaust that
challenge our existing ideas,” he said. “I want visitors to
realize that the Holocaust is much more complicated
than they thought, and | hope that they will make
room for new perspectives.”

Although Lou looks forward to retirement so that he
can spend more time with his grandchildren and in his
woodworking shop, he also hopes to write books and
to consult on other exhibition projects. He says he is
grateful for his “gifted colleagues,” whom he will miss.
We wish him luck with his future endeavors.

An exciting new program is now providing law, medical, seminary, journalism, and
business students a forum in which to examine contemporary ethical issues using the
conduct of their chosen professions in Nazi Germany and the Holocaust as a
framework. Through an all-expenses-paid 12-day summer intensive course in New
York, Poland, and Germany, 15 students from each discipline explore crucial historic
and contemporary topics, meet with scholars and international practitioners, hear
survivor and rescuer testimony, and visit historic sites including the House of the
Wannsee Conference and Auschwitz-Birkenau.

In June 2010, 30 medical and law students participated in the inaugural FASPE
program. The students called it “inspiring,” “life-changing,” and “insightful.” In July
2010, FASPE held pilot seminary and journalism programs. Christopher Hadley, a
Jesuit priest and doctoral student who took part in the program, wrote that he was
truly moved by his experience, especially the trip to Auschwitz, because while, “there
was anger, frustration, sadness, and deep, agonized questioning, there was also a living
faith in our hearts, and the desire to continue on our paths towards ethical leadership
in roles of ordained and lay ministry to our communities. There was also the desire to
support each other.”

He continues, “In this historic space of such utter irrationality, moral desolation, and dia-
bolical triumph, we were striving together to prevent such things from ever occurring
again, as best as we could, as a committed group of Jews, Christians, and Muslims.”

Auschwitz Jewish Center Inaugurates Study Abroad Program

for North American Students

Students from colleges across the country were
given a unique opportunity to study the Holocaust
in October, thanks to a new program initiated by
the Auschwitz Jewish Center. While spending a
semester in Western or Central Europe, these
young people enhanced their semester abroad
with a four-day study trip to Krakow and
Oéswigcim. Hearing testimony from a Holocaust
survivor, a non-Jew honored as one of the
Righteous among the Nations, and experts in the
field, the group of 13 students shared experiences
they could not have had through individual visits
to Poland. For many of the students, the trip, which
included an intensive program at the Auschwitz-
Birkenau State Museum, where they toured the
camps and engaged in workshops and discussion
sessions with scholars, fostered an appreciation for
Holocaust and Jewish Studies that may shape their
future career pursuits. Sarah Surrey, a junior from

Pitzer College, said, “Participating in the program
literally changed my life and what | want to do
with it after | graduate.”

The pilot group, overwhelmingly enthusiastic about
the experience, made recommendations to expand
the length of the trip and increase the opportunities
for discussion and reflection.

It is the program’s goal for students to learn about
Holocaust history and the vibrant Jewish culture
that was lost, and to incorporate the lessons they
have learned into their intellectual, personal, and
professional lives.
